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CONCLUSIONS 
 
•  “To slow down” is not a synonym of “out of date” or obsolete 

world vision. The sustainable project of our metropolitan 
territory, in particularly the collective mobility, has to integrate 
the idea of a new slowness, of new break times necessary 
for a creative economy and a new quality of live. 

•  The urban tram-way and the suburban tram-train introduce 
two forms of “slow movement” in the conurbation, which 
responds to contemporary lifestyle changes.  

•  The project of railway stations and of the a density around it 
have a new important role in this crossing movement of high-
speediness and slowness in person mobility.
